Bids received in excess of the ABC shall be automatically rejected at the opening of the financial proposals. 
The Philippine Ports Authority-PMO, Zamboanga Del Norte now calls for the submission of eligibility documents of ECC Application for the Proposed Extension of RC Pier and All Other Future Infrastructure Projects at the Port of Sindangan, ZDN. Opening of eligibility documents is on November 14, 2018, 10:00 am. Applications for eligibility will be evaluated base on a non-discretionary "pass/fail" criterion.
Interested bidders may obtain further information from Philippine Ports Authority, Port Management Office, Zamboanga Del Norte and inspect the Bidding Documents at the address given below during office hours (Monday to Friday, 8:00 AM to 5:00 PM).
A complete set of Bidding Document may be acquired by shortlisted bidders on November 15 to December 4, 2018 from the address below and upon payment of the applicable fee for the Bidding Documents, pursuant to the latest Guidelines issued by the GPPB, in the amount of One Thousand Pesos (Php1,000.00) plus VAT. It may also be downloaded free of charge from the website of the Procuring Entity, provided that Bidders shall pay the applicable fee for the Bidding documents not earlier than the submission of their bids. 

Pre- Bid Conference will be conducted on November 22, 2018, 10 am at the Conference Room, 2nd floor Admin Building, Port Area, Dapitan City. Opening of Bids is on December 4, 2018 10:00 am.
Minimum equipment requirements for the project are as follows: 1-Unit Motorized Banca, 2- Units Scuba Equipment, and 1- Unit Service Vehicle.

The BAC shall draw up the short list of consultants from those who have submitted Expression of Interest, including the eligibility documents, and have been determined as eligible in accordance with Section 33.2.1 and 33.2.2 of the Revised IRR of Republic Act 9184, otherwise known as the “Government Procurement Reform Act”, and its Implementing Rules and Regulations (IRR).The short list shall consist of 5 consultants/prospective bidders allowed who will be entitled to submit bids. The criteria and rating system to be used will be the Quality-Cost Based Evaluation Procedure. Bid Evaluation will be conducted as collegial or evaluate as a group and rating is the consensus of the evaluators. The criteria and recommended weights will be as follows:

1. Quality of personnel-30%


-Environmental Planner/Certification as Preparer from DENR

2. Experience and Capability of the consulatant-20%



-5 years relevant experience and above (100% of 20%)



-4 years relevant experience and above (80% of 20%)





-3 years relevant experience and above (60% of 20%)

3. Plan of approach and methodology 25%



-Per scope of works and EMB Standard for ECC Application
Bids whose technical proposals pass the minimum technical rating of 60% shall have its financial proposals opened and evaluated. The technical proposal shall carry 75% weight in the bid evaluation.

All particulars relative to Eligibility Statements and Screening, Bid Security, Performance Security, Pre-Bidding Conference(s), Evaluation of Bids, Post-Qualification and Award of Contract shall be governed by the pertinent provisions of R.A. 9184 and its Implementing Rules and Regulations (IRR)
Bidding will be conducted through open competitive bidding procedures using non-discretionary "pass/fail" criterion as specified in the IRR of R.A. 9184. Bidding is restricted to Filipino citizens/sole proprietorships, partnerships or organizations with at least sixty percent (60%) interest or outstanding capital stock belonging to citizens of the Philippines. 
The Philippine Ports Authority, PMO Zamboanga Del Norte shall evaluate bids using the Quality-Cost Based Evaluation (QCBE) procedure. The weight to be allocated for the technical Proposal is 75% while for the Financial Proposal, the weight is 25%. The Criteria and rating system for the evaluation of bids shall be provided in the Instruction to Bidders. 
The contract shall be completed within 50 Calendar Days.
The Philippine Ports Authority reserves the right to reject any or all bids, annul the bidding process, or not award the contract at any time prior to contract award, without thereby incurring any liability to the affected Bidder or Bidders.
